Slprfce tizt: 1111111:111le
competition matches had been played where such experiments took place without the Board’s api)rov
He thought it was now time to reiterate the Minute of 1972. ¥

_Dr. Kaser agreed that such experiments had been conducted in certain Youth Tournaments,
mainly for educational purposes.

These included:-
(a) Players being ‘suspended’ from taking part in a match for limited periods.
(b) Experiments with ‘short corners’.

(c) ‘Throw-ins’ being replaced with ‘kick-ins’.

After taking into consideration that the Board meets only once a year, it was agreed to relax the
regulation adopted in 1972 and to authorise FIFA to approve certain experiments in the Laws of the
Game which afterwards should be reported to the Board. Mr. Croker was of the view that represent-
atives of the Board should be invited to see matches when such experiments took place so that opinions
could be formed before the Board next met. This was agreed.
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PRESIDENT OF F.L.F.A.

Before the meeting concluded, Dr. Havelange made a short speech, translated as follows:-

““Mr. President, Members of the Board

I think I have followed practically the whole discussion in English which is something I sincerely
hope at the next meeting I will be able to speak in English, at least understandably. My first point is to
thank you from the bottom of my heart not only for myself but on behalf of my colleagues from FIFA,
for the tremendous hospitality that we have been subjected to from the moment we arrived in England
and also from the moment we arrived in Wales. The second point is to thank you in my wife’s name for
the welcome by members of the Board and also from the ladies. I would also like to explain the absence
of Dr. Sandor Barcs, of the Referees’ Committee, who was on the point of leaving Stockholm for this
country but private business forced his return to his own country.

Another point which makes us extremely unhappy is that, during this meeting of the International
Board and future meetings, by circumstances of life we won’t have with us someone who we had much
appreciated, Mrs. Silvia Kaser, wife of our General Secretary. I would therefore ask the Chairman to
grant permission for all Members to stand for one minute’s silence. (The Members then observed a
minute’s silence as a mark of respect for the late Silvia Kaser).

I would also like to return for a minute to last year and repeat again how impressed I was to be
present for the first time at the International Board Meeting in Gleneagles. A productive meeting,
during which I had the opportunity of getting to know the Board, its Members, organisation, its work
and its great interest in the actual Laws of the Game. Undoubtedly, this organisation in the world
where we live in, as long as we maintain it, will gain the strength and respect of the football world in
general. I would repeat this again here in Wales. I would like to state in FIFA’s name, the Referees’
Committee and my own name, the respect we have for this institution and for the work they are doing,
and in closing, Gentlemen, just one more word. Please continue to work and to fight as obviously your
predecessors did for the last hundred years and which you are doing now, and will continue to do, for
the preservation and continuation of the greatest sport in the World. I feel that this tremendous mutual
friendship we have for each other and understanding is too great to be lost. I am looking forward again
to meeting you all in 1977 when we will be received by our colleagues of the English Football
Association.”’
